Balaton, 11 June 2021 — the Global Sustainable Fashion Week (GSFW) convened the first-ever
hybrid fashion show and conference of the international fashion designers and experts in
Balaton, Hungary. Stakeholders from the fashion industries, particularly from Europe, Asia, and
Latin America, joined the event and presented their designs on online and offline platforms.
GSFW invited Indonesia, represented by the Indonesian Trade Promotion Centre (ITPC) in
Budapest, as the country of honour represented Asian countries.

Four Hungarian designers participated in the eco-fashion show at the edge of Balaton Lake,
presented the sustainable collections of their eco brands and designs. Seven Indonesian
designers, namely: Lenny Agustin, Dibya Hody, Neera Alatas, Hannie Hanato, Eko Tjandra, Aldri
Indrayana and Lisa Fitria, joined the fashion show virtually. At the same time, ITPC Budapest
presented a unique showcase from the Pijak Bumi eco-shoes collection. The eco-shoes collection
from Pijak Bumi attracted fashion designers and fashion stakeholders at the event. It was
recognized as the eco-friendly and sustainable fashion in which the design is understated yet
stylish.

ITPC Budapest proudly presented the eco-fashion and sustainable design of clothes, jewelry and
accessories produced by Indonesian designers through the video promotion and catalogues



provided at the event while also serving Indonesian coffee for all the participants. Indonesian
designers embraced nature and the environment to find new sustainable materials for the better
future of fashion industries. They introduced natural resources from indigenous resources in
every design they made. They brought natural fabrics, natural dyes, eco print motifs, vegetable-
based leather, bamboo woven, or even kenaf fabric on every detail of their products to represent
the connection between human and nature.

“We agree with the eco-fashion designers that ‘changing the way people think about fashion is
important. These designers show their commitment to being the change-maker in the fashion
industry for the better of tomorrow. They have challenged themselves to embrace the richness
of nature to the fashion without sacrificing the future,” Sari explained at the press conference
at the 6th GSFW.
